Programming Ideas
•	 Book vs. Movie Discussion Club. Invite patrons to read a selected book and then watch 

its film adaptation on Kanopy. Host a discussion comparing the two.   

•	 Create a “From Bookshelves to Big Screens” Display. Create a display featuring the 
film adaptation titles alongside their source material. Add staff picks or “If you liked the 
movie, try the book!” recommendations. 

•	 Invite patrons to bring a short story or idea and learn the basics of adapting it into a 
screenplay. Include writing prompts inspired by films in the collection.
