Programming Ideas
•	 Create an in-library display that teaches patrons about the importance of “Reduce, 

Reuse, Recycle.” Highlight your own sustainability efforts and promote proper waste 
sorting by clearly labeling what items can go into recycling bins versus trash bins. 

•	 Host a Freecycle or “Free to Me” Day! Encourage patrons to bring in gently used items 
in good working condition that they no longer need, so those items can find a new 
home and stay out of landfills.   

•	 Share simple ways patrons can make small, meaningful changes to reduce their 
environmental footprint, such as participating in “Meatless Mondays,” learning what 
recycling symbols on plastics mean, and using reusable bags and water bottles to 
cut down on waste. 

•	 Invite local speakers to engage patrons in conversations about sustainability, from 
recycling best practices to environmental projects happening in your community. 
Consider featuring representatives from local conservation groups, recycling centers, 
or city sustainability offices to share insights and inspire action.
